“The grants pay their own way, by helping equalize the cost of tuition between private and
public institutions. That, in turn, saves taxpayers up to four times their cost by lightening the
student population load on Florida’s public colleges.

“The program is a success story. Or it was until the last three years, when funding totals stalled
at about $80 million, while private-college enrollment rose about 5 percent annually.

“Another alternative to standard university teacher training is through the Independent
Colleges and Universities of Florida, such as Flagler, Embry-Riddle Aeronautical and Barry, all of
which now offer bachelor’s programs at TCC.

“Statewide these independent institutions are providing 29 percent of Florida’s school
teachers, and at a generally lower cost and in less time than at the state’s overcrowded universities.

“. .. the independent colleges, which help the state address what most educators frankly call a
crisis, offer students state-funded Florida Resident Access Grants, a 25-year-old tuition-equalization
program that helps improve access to higher education for more Floridians.

“Though the Legislature has been reducing the amount of this grant money in the last four
years, it is clearly time to reinvigorate all programs that can help prevent the teacher shortage, which
would cause a terrible setback for public schools. Alternative educator institutes and independent
colleges are vital partners in a state where universities no longer have the resources to meet the
demand for teachers.”
