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Civil Rights Movement in the United States

Harvard Sitkoff, The Struggle for Black Equality ( New York, 1993) speaks of the Civil Rights struggle beginning with the Jim Crow era to the Affirmative Action debate of the 1990s.

Hugh Davis Graham, The Civil Rights Era: Origins and Developments of National Policy 1960- 1972 ( New Jersey, 1990) shows President’s support of the Civil Rights Movement in the south as a presidential candidate; however once elected his agenda to congress included no urgency for civil rights for blacks.

Lawson and Payne, Debating the Civil Rights Movement 1945-1968 ( Maryland, 1998) speaks of the civil rights frustration toward political leaders and their non-reaction and cowardness to segregation, launching the “freedom rides.”

According to Adam Fairclough, Better Day Coming: Blacks and Equality 1890-2000 ( New York, 2001) because the U.S. didn’t want t become embarrassed by the Jim Crow south and its unfair and harsh treatments of blacks, the Civil Rights Act of 1964 was created.

John Dittmer, Local People: The struggle for Civil Rights in Mississippi examines the reaction of James Meredith integrating the University of Mississippi, and SNCC voter registration drive by county officials cutting a welfare program to non-recipients who could not be allowed the funding for food supply. Stating the program cost the state too much money, when the budget was only $ 12,500 and less than $ 5000 was spent for the non-recipients.

Charles U. Smith, The Civil Rights Movement in Florida and the United States ( Florida, 1989) points out the opposition by Florida Governor Farris Bryant to the Civil Rights Act of 1964. Bryant refused to be forced by Johnson and his staff to desegregate Florida schools. Bryant felt it was a state issue and wouldn’t enforce a federal law on his citizens.

The fight for Civil Rights continued and in Charles E. Cobb Jr.’s , On the Road to Freedom ( North Carolina, 2008) he speaks of the nine Tougaloo students arrested in Jackson, Mississippi for integrating the Jackson Municipal Public Library. The students were charged with “ disturbing the peace” because they began to read books in the library.

According to Glenda E. Gilmore, Gender and Jim Crow: Women and the Politics of White Supremacy in North Carolina 1896-1920 ( North Carolina, 1996) African American women took on diplomatic roles in a state where white men felt they dominated the black race and white women were considered a virginal symbol. Gilmore shows how wages amongst blacks and whites differed by hundreds of dollars with both races working in the same position and whites making the larger amount.

Thomas and Franklin, Sisters in the Struggle: African American Women in the Civil Rights Black Power Movement ( New York, 2001) examines notable African American women civil rights activists, such as Septima Clarke, Rosa Parks, and Fannie Lou Hamer ;who attended the Highland Folk School learning the trades to becoming non-violent civil rights activists.

In Crawford, Rouse, and Woods, Women in the Civil Rights Movement: Trailblazers and Torchbearers 1941-165 ( Indiana, 1990) Gloria Richardson is characterized as a trailblazer in her fight to end racial tensions and segregation between blacks and whites in Cambridge, Maryland.

According to Andrew M. Manis, Southern Civil Religions in Conflict/ Civil Rights and the Culture Wars ( Georgia, 2002) when it came to the civil rights of blacks and the white southerners belief on the issue of civil rights some whites believed it was their Godly duty to spread the “ Anglo-Saxon evangelical faith,” because it was God’s will for the white race to dominate all other races.
